  JCI-N.C Senator 66171 James òRamboó Smith better known as "The Singing Fireman" to most, 

served with the Army National Guard for 6 years and currently with the Wilson Fire/Rescue 

Services for 25 years. The fire instructor, singer, songwriter, recording artist, actor and moti-

vational speaker has traveled nationally and internationally assisting after the 2005 Katrina 

tragedy in Louisiana and the 2004 tsunami in South East Asia.  

  James is one of the four life-sized bronze sculpture models representing the fallen firefighters 

of North Carolina located in Nash Square in downtown Raleigh. James has appeared in the 

2003 movie "Ladder 49" that starred actor John Travolta and Joaquin Phoenix,  extra on the Ty-

ler Perry's "House of Payne" He has performed  several times for President George W. Bush, 

and many years for the National Fallen Firefighters Memorial Service in Emmitsburg, Mary-

land.  To included  the 2002 National Fallen Firefighters Memorial Service at the MCI Center in 

Washington, D.C. in the spirit of the 446 firefighters who died in the line of duty in 2001 and 

previous years including 347 at the World Trade Center on September 11th. When he is not 

acting, performing or recording with the group "Men After God's Own Heart" he is very in-

volved with his community, serving as vice president of the Wilson L -3287 firefighter's asso-

ciation, board member of The Arc of Wilson, S.E.C.U, and former board member of the Habi-

tat for Humanity.  James truly believe in the Jayceeõs creed òthat service to humanity is the 

best work of life.ó
