   I went to the Wilson County Juvenile 

Crime Prevention Committee meeting 

yesterday and was informed that each 

program that helps support teens with 

judicial issues is having their budgets 

cut by 4.0835% for the remainder of the 

fiscal year.  As of right now, the Depart-

ment of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency 

Prevention has not made it clear if budg-

ets will be cut by this amount for the next 

fiscal year, or if the original budgets will 

be reinstated.  These programs are 

funded by the state, the county, and 

through grants.  They do an extreme 

amount of good work for Wilson County 

and keep many of Wilson Countyõs 

youths out of the judicial and correc-

tional systems.  These programs include:  

 

Restitution/Community Service (YOUTH 

of Wilson County) ñas of April 2nd, has 

served 95 youth  

 

Resolve it Together (Mediation Center of 

Eastern Carolina) ñas of April 2nd,  has 

served 31 youth  

 

Teen Court (Mediation Center of Eastern 

Carolina) ñas of April 2nd, has served 

29 youth

What Is Cystic Fibrosis?  

Cystic fibrosis is an inherited chronic 

disease that affects the lungs and diges-

tive system of about 30,000 children and 

adults in the United States (70,000 world-

wide). A defective gene and its protein 

product cause the body to produce un-

usually thick, sticky mucus that:  

clogs the lungs and leads to life -

threatening lung infections; and  

obstructs the pancreas and stops natural 

enzymes from helping the body break 

down and absorb food.  

In the 1950s, few children with cystic 

fibrosis lived to attend elementary 

school. Today, advances in research and 

medical treatments have further en-

hanced and extended life for children 

and adults with CF. Many people with 

the disease can now expect to live into 

their 30s, 40s and beyond.  

 

Statistics  

About 1,000 new cases of cystic fi-

brosis are diagnosed each year.  

More than 70% of patients are diag-

nosed by age two.
