Who are the Shriners? A brotherhood
of men...dedicated to fun and fellow-
ship...but with a serious pur-

pose. Shriners are distinguished by an
enjoyment of life and a commitment to
philanthropy. They enjoy parades, trips,
dances, dinners, sporting events and
other social occasions. They support
what has been called the "World's Great-
est Philanthropy," Shriners Hospitals for
Children, a network of 22 pediatric spe-
cialty hospitals, operated and main-
tained by the Shriners. All children, up
to 18 years old, may be eligible for treat-
ment at Shriners Hospitals for Children if
they, in the opinion of the hospital's chief
of staff, could benefit from the special-
ized care available at Shriners Hospitals
for Children. Eligibility is not based on
financial need or relationship to a
Shriner.

ered in shelter houses or lodges. Over
the years, formal Masonic lodges
emerged, with members bound together
not by trade, but by their own desire to
be fraternal brothers.

The basic unit of Masonry is the Blue
Lodge, where members earn the first
three Masonic Degrees known as the
Entered Apprentice, Fellow Craft and
Master Mason. There is no higher de-
gree than that of Master Mason (the
Third Degree).

After he becomes a Master Mason, he
can belong to many other organizations
which have their roots in Masonry and
which have Blue Lodge Masonry as a
prerequisite. Only when a man has
achieved the status of Master Mason can
he petition to become a Noble of Shrin-
ers International.

Other affiliated Masonic organizations
include the Ancient and Accepted Rite of
Freemasonry (Southern Jurisdiction,
U.S.A., Northern Jurisdiction, U.S.A and
Canada) and the York Rite.

RALEIGH -- Gov. Bev Perdue and a host
of other bigwigs honored Wilson's Betty
Ray McCain Thursday night for her role
in shaping culture and the arts across
North Carolina.

Perdue called McCain "a tireless advo-
cate for the state. She's never met a
North Carolinian that she didn't like,
even the bad ones."

After hundreds of people, including
McCain, burst into laughter, Perdue
quickly added, "Not that there are any."
McCain was among six North Carolini-
ans who received the North Carolina
Award, the highest civilian honor the
state bestows, during a black -tie event

at the N.C. Museum of History. Perdue
and N.C. Department of Cultural Re-
sources Secretary Linda A. Carlisle
made the presentations.

McCain was honored for "public ser-
vice" for her role as cultural resources
secretary from 1993 -2001, as well as her
role in state politics. She was the first
woman to chair the N.C. Democratic
Party, in 1976.

"Nobody in the history of cultural re-
sources in this state is more deserving of
this award than Betty McCain," said for-
mer governor Jim Hunt, prior to the
event. "She is celebrated in the arts
community from the coast to the Smoky

The History of Veterans Day

On the 11th hour of the 11th day
of the 11th month of 1918, an ar-
mistice, or temporary cessation
of hostilities, was declared be-
tween the Allied nations and
Germany in the First World War,
then known as "the Great War."
Commemorated as Armistice
Day beginning the following
year, November 11th became a
legal federal holiday in the

United States in 1938. In the after-
math of World War Il and the Ko-
rean War, Armistice Day became
Veterans Day, a holiday dedi-
cated to American veterans of all
wars.
